Thursday 28 July 2011.  Late entries will not be 

accepted. 
 

*  Entries submitted must be the original uncopied work of 

the entrant. 
 

*  No entry fee has been set for this competition.  
 

*  Winning entrants grant and assign to the Miles Historical 

Society, the right to produce up to 500 gift card copies of 
each work submitted and agree that the Miles Historical 

Society shall retain copyright in respect of those copies and 
shall be authorised to sell same.   

 

*  Works may be executed in any 2D media e.g. paint, print, 

computer graphics, mixed media, collage, photography, 
drawing, embroidery.   

 

*  All exhibits must measure 29.5 cm x 21cm (standard 

A4 size) or photographic entries submitted must be as a 
high resolution Jpeg (A4 size or larger), Tiff or EPS file on 

a CD with the entrant’s name, contact details and the 
photograph title clearly labeled. 

 

*  Sale of works is at the option of the artist and should 
include 20% commission in the sale price.  The Miles 

Historical Society will retain the commission on all works 
sold. 

Artworks will be on display at Dogwood Crossing and 

available for sale if the artist so wishes. 
 

* The Miles Historical Society will exercise reasonable care in 

handling the works submitted, but the works shall at all 
times be at the entrant’s risk and the Miles Historical 

Society will not be liable for any damage or loss howsoever 
arising. 

 

* Entrants are responsible for packing, freight, delivery and

    purpose of publicising the event without payment of fee or  
royalty.  

 

*  Judging shall be conducted, in relation to the selection of        

six works, by judges appointed by the Miles Historical  
    Society Committee prior to the 2011 Anniversary Day.  Two 

further works shall be selected by the public by way of  
    voting conducted during early August at Dogwood Crossing.  

Winners will be announced at the official Miles Historical 
Village and  Museum Anniversary Day on Saturday 10th  

    September at 10:30am. 
 

*  If there is an insufficient number of entries or it is  
    considered entries are not up to standard, none or fewer 

than eight works may be selected for reproduction as gift 
cards. 

 

*  The judges decision will be final and no correspondence or 
discussion on results will be entered into.  All entries will be 

judged but not necessarily selected for exhibition.  The 
Miles Historical Society reserves the right, without   

    consultation, to withdraw entries.
